A PROCLAMATION,

Whereas a Convention between the United States of Americs and
His Majesty the King of the Hellenes, defining the rights, privileges
and immunities of consular officers in the two countries, was conclnded
and signed by their respective Plenipotentiaries at Athens, on the
1%th day oanvBth,

nal of which Convention, being in the English and Greek languages

Convention concerning the rights
and privileges of Consuls.

The President of the United
Statesof America and His Majesty
the King of the Hellenes, heing
mutuslly desirous of defining the
rights, privileges and immunities
of consalar officers din the two
Countries, deem it expedient to
conclude a consular convention
for that purpose, and have acconrd-
ingly named as their Plenipoten-
tiaries: '

The President of the United
States of Ameriea, Charles S.
Francis, Envoy Extraordinary and
Minister Plenipotentiary to His
Majesty the King of the Hellenes,

His Majesty the King of the
Hellenes, Alexander Th. Zaimis,
Commander of the Royal Order
of the Saviour, etc., President of
His Council, Hiz Minister for
Foreign Aflairs,

Who, after having communi-
cated to each other their respective
full powers, found to be in good
and due form, have agreed upon
the following articles:

Armone 1.

Each of the high contracting
purties agrees to receive from the
other, consuls-general, consuls,
vice-consuls and consular agents
in all its ports, cities and places,
except those where it may not be
convenient to recognize such offi-
cers. This reservation, however,
shall not apply to one of the high
contracting parties withont also
applying to every other power.

Arrrore 11

The consuls-general, consals,
viceconsuls and consular agents
of the two high contrncting par-
ties shall enjoy reciprocally, in the
states of the other, all the privi-
leges, exemptions and immunities
that are enjoyed by officers of the
same rank and quality of the most
favorcd nation. The said officers,
before being admitted to the exer-
cive of their functions and the en-
joyment of the immunities thereto
pertaining, shall present their
commissions in the forms estab-
lished in their respective coun-
tries. The government of each of

the two high contracting powers
shall furnish them the necessary
exequatur free of charge, and, on
the exhibition of this instroment,
they shall be permitted to enjoy
the rights, privileges and immu-
nities granted by this convention.

Consuls-general, consuls, vice-
consuls and consular agents, citi-
zens of the State by which they
are appointed, shall be exempt
from preliminary arrest, excdpt
in the case of offences which the
local legialation qualifies as orimes
and punishes as such; they shall
be exempt from military billetings,
from service in the regular army
or navy, in the militia, or in the
national guard; they shall likewise
be exempt from all direet taxes,
pational, state or municipal, un-
less such taxes become due on
account of the possession of real
estate, or for interest on capital
invested in the country where the
enid officers exercise their fune-
tions. This exemption shall not,
however, apply to consuls-general,
consuls, viee-consuls or consular
agents engaged in any profession,
business or trade: but said officers
shall in such case ba subject to the
payment of the same taxes as
wounld be paid by any other for-
eigner under the like circam-
stances.

When a court of one of the two
countries shall desire to receive the
judicial declaration or deposition
of a consul-general, consul, viee-
consul or consular agent, who is s
citizen of the State which ap-
pointed him and who iz engaged
in mo commercial business, it shall
request him, in writing, to appear
before it; and in case of his in-
ability to do so, it shall reguest
him to give his testimony in writ-
ing, or shall visit his residence or
office to obtain it orally.

- It shall be the duty of such offi-
cer to comply with this request
with as little delay as possible.

In all criminal cases the appear-
ance in court of said consular offi-
cer sh#ll be demanded, with.all

possible regard to the consular dig-
nity an® to the duties of his office.

It shall be the duty of said con-
gular officer to comply with thia
request, without any delay which
can be avolded. N in the
foregoing part of thisarticle, how-
ever, shall be construed to conflict
with the  rovisions of the sixth ar-
ticleof the amendments to the Con-
stitution of the United States, or
with like provisions in the consti-
tutions of the several states, where-
by the right is sécured to persons
charged with crimes, to obtain wit-
nesses in their favor, and to be con-
fronted with the witnesses against
them.

Awrione V.

Consuls-general, consuls, vice-
consuls and consular agents may
place over the outer door of their
offices the arms of their nation,
with this inmriptinn: Consulate-
General, or Consulate, or Viee-
Consnlate, or Consular Agency of
the United States or of Greece.

They may also raise the flag of
their country on their offices.
They may in like manner, raise the
flag of their country over the boat
employed by them in the port for
the exercise of their functions.

Artmicie VI,

The consular offices shall at all
times be inviolable. The local
authorities shall not, under any
pretext, invade them.
shall they examine or seize the
papers there deposited. In no
ense shall those offices be used as
places of usylum. When n con-
sular officer is engaged in other
business the papers relating to the
consulate shall he kept separate.

Armcre VIL

In the event of the death, inca-
pacity or absence of consuls-gen-
eral, consuls, viee-consuls and
consular agents, their chancellors
or secretaries, whose official char-
acter may have previously been
made known to the Department of
State at Washington or to the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs in
Greece, may temporarily exercise
their functions, and while thus
acting they shall enjoy all the

rights, prerogatives and Immuni-
ties granted to the incumbenta,

ArticLe VIIL

Consuls-genersl and  consuls
may, = far as the laws of their
country allow, with the approba-
tion of their respective govern-
ments, appoint viee-consuls and
consular agents in the cities, ports
and places within their consular
jurisdiction.

These agenis may be selected
from among citizens of the United
States or of Greece, or those of
otier countries. They shall be
furnished with a regular commis-
gion, and shall enjoy the privi-
leges stipolated for consular offi-
cerd in this eonvention, subject to
the exceptions specified in articles
3 and 4.

ArTione [X.

Consuls-general, consuls, vice-
consuls and consular agents shall
have the right to address the ad-
ministrative and judicial suthori-
ties, whether in the United Statea
of the Union, the States or the
municipalities, or in Greece, of
the State, throughont the whole
extent of their consulgr jurisdie-
tion, in order to complain of any
infraction of the treaties and con-
ventions between the United States
and Greece, and for the purpose
of protecting the rights and inter-
ests of their countrymen.  If the
complaint should not he satisfac-
torily redressed, the consular offi-

cars aforesaid, in the absence of a
diplomatic agent of their conntry,
may apply directly to the govern-
ment of the country where they
exercise their fopetions,

Armicie X,

TME Consuls-general, consuls, vice-

consuls and consular agents may
take at their offices, at their pri-
vate residence, at the residence of
the parties, or on board ship the
depositions of the captains and
erews of vessels of their own coun-
try, of passengers on board of
them, and of any other citizen of
their nation. They may also re-
ceive at their offices, conformably
to the laws and regulstions of
their country; all contracts be-
tween the citizens of their country
and the citizens or other inhabi-
tants of the country where they
reside, and even all contracis be-
tween the latter, provided they
relate to property sitnated, or to
business to he transucted, in the
territory of the nation to which
the said consolar officer may he-
long.

Such papers and official docu-
ments, whether in the original, in
copies or in translation, duly au-
thenticated and legalized by the
consuls-general, consuls, viee-con-
suls and consular agents, and
sealed with their official seal, shall
be received as lepal documents in
courts of justice throughout the
United States and Greece.

. ArTioLe XL

In the case of the death of any
citizen of the United States in
Greece, or of a Greek subject in
the United States, without having
any koown heirs or testamentary
executors by him appointed, the
competent local anthorities shall
give information of the circum-
stance to the consular officers of
the nation to which the deceased
belongs, in order that the neces-
sary information may be imme-
distely forwarded to the partica
interested.
 Inm all that relates to the admin-
istration aid settlement of estates,
the consular officers of the high
contracting parties ahall have the
same rights and privileges as
those mccorded in 'the United
States of America and Greece, re-
spectively, to the consular officers
of the most favored nation.

Arrione XTI

Consuls-general, consnls, viee-
consuls and consular agents ahall
bave exclusive charge of the inter-
nal order of the merchant vessels
of their nation and shall alone
take cognizance of differences
which may arize either at sea or
in port between the captains, offi-
cers and crews, without exception,
particularly in reference to the
adjustment of wages and the exe-
cution of contracts.

In case any disorder should hap-
pen on board of vessels of either
party, in the territory or waters
of the other, neither the Federal,
State or Municipal Authorities or

Courts in the United States, nor
any Court or Authority in Greece,
shall on any pretext interfere ex-
copt when the said disorders are
of sach a nature as to cause or to
be likely to canse 8 breach of the
peace or serions trouble in the
port or on shore; or when, in such
trouble or breach of the peace, a
person or persons shall be impli-
eated, not forming a part of the

CTeW.

In any other case, said Federsl,
State or Municipal Authorities or
Courts in the United States, or
Courts or Authorities in Greece,
shall not interfere but shall render
forcible aid to copsular officers,
when they may ssk it, to search,
arrest and imprison all persons
composing the crew, whom they
may deem it pecessary to confine,
Those persons shall be arrested at
the sole request of the consols
addressed in writing to either the
Federal, State or Municipal Courts
or Authorities in the United States,
or to any Court or Authority in
Greece, and supported by an of-
ficial extract from the vegister of
the ship or the list of the crew,
and the prisoners shall be held,
during the whole time of their stay
in the port, at the disposal of the
consular officers. Their release
shall be granted at the mere request
of such officers made in writing,
The expenses of the arrest and
detention of those persons, shall
be paid by the consular officers.

Armone X111

The sid consuls-general, con-
puls, vice-consuls and consular
agents are authorized to reguire
the assistance of the local authori-
ties for the arrest, detention and
imprisonment of the deserters
from the ships of war and mer-
chant vessels of their country; and
for this purpose they shall apply
to the competent tribunals, judges
and officers and shall, in writing,
demand said deserters, proving by
the exhibition of the registers of
the vessels, the rolls of the erews,
or by other official documents, that
such individuals formed part of
the crews, and on this reclamation
being thus substantiated the sur-
render shall not be refured. Such
deserters, when arrested, shall be
placed at the disposal of the said
consuls-general, consuls, viee-
consuls and consular agents, and
may be confined in the public
prisons at the request and cost of
those who claim them, in order to
be sent to the vessels to which
they belonged, or to others of the
game country. But if not sent
back within the space of two
months, reckoning from the day
of their arrest, they shall be set
at liberty, and shall not again be
arreated for the same canse.

It is understood, however, that
if the deserter should be found to
bave committed any crime or of-
fence, his surrender may be de-
layed until the tribunal before
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CONVENTION—GREECE,

which the case shall be depending
shall have pronounced its sentence,
and such sentence shall have been
carried into effect.

Arrore XIV

In the absence of an agreement
to the contrary, between the own-
ers, freighters and insurers, all
damages suffered at sea, by the
vessels of the two countries,
whether they enter the respective
ports voluntarily or are forced by
stress of weather or other cause,
over which the officers have no
control, shall be settled by the
consuls-general, consuls, vice-con-
sals and consular agents of the
country in which they respectively
reside; in case, however, any eciti-
zen of the country in which the
said officors reside, or subjects of
a third power, should be interested
in these damages, and the parties
cannot come to an amicable agree-
ment, the competent local anthor
ities shall decide,

ApTirre XV

All operations relative to the
slvage of United States vessels
wrecked upon the coasts of Greece,
and of Greek vessels upon the
coasts of the United States, chall
be directed by the respective eon-
suls-general, consuls, and viee-
consuls of the two coantries, and
until their arrival, by the respec-
tive consular agents, where com-
sular agencies exist.

In places and ports where there
is no such agency, the local author-
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
